Application for Non-Treating Investigator

For non-treating investigator application:

· Current curriculum vitae (required for investigator and coordinator);
· Completed “Questionnaire for Potential New Investigators” (download)

· Letters of Support for the potential investigator from: 

1) two current PSG investigators; at least one of whom can attest to your experience and expertise in a diagnosing and treating Parkinson’s disease that is equivalent to at least one year of a movement disorders fellowship, e.g., 5 years of clinical experience that includes 100 patients per year. 
2) If you have had formal clinical research training such as a movement disorders 


    fellowship, a letter from your training or fellowship director should be substituted for 


    one of the two letters from a PSG investigator.
NOTE: Letters of Support should come directly from the letter writer, addressed to Karen Marder and sent to roseanna.battista@chet.rochester.edu.  We can accept letters via email with an electronic signature.  If you do not know PSG investigators well enough to request recommendations, then please ask other impartial, recognized authorities in Parkinson’s disease who can attest to your competence in PD and clinical trials.
