Responsibilities of a PSG credentialed investigator

A credentialed investigator and their coordinator must fulfill their obligations to the trial and maintain the standards of the PSG with respect to confidentiality, conflict-of-interest, disclosure or publication policies as written in the PSG Constitution & Bylaws.

Pursuant to Article V of the PSG Constitution and Bylaws, a credentialed investigator is eligible to become a voting member of the PSG if 1) they have participated for one year or more (investigators, coordinators, and steering committee members) in an active PSG trial, 2) they have attended at least two of the three most recent PSG annual or training meetings preceding each review of membership, or 3) they have actively served for one year or more as a member of the PSG Executive Committee, other PSG standing committees, or working groups.   Although this action by the Credentials Committee does not qualify them for immediate eligibility to vote, they will now receive materials about participation in upcoming PSG studies.  All site selection decisions are made by the Steering Committee of each particular study based upon the needs and requirements of that study.  
Approved credentialed investigators will be invited to begin attending the PSG annual meetings.  Regular attendance at PSG annual meetings is expected of all PSG members and is especially important for new members.  During the first meeting, they will be invited to participate in a session on the history and principles of the PSG.   

In addition to regularly attending PSG annual meetings and performing well in PSG studies, PSG investigators are encouraged to show their ongoing commitment to Parkinson’s disease by scholarly publications related to PD and by attendance at national and international meetings. The PSG has an annual symposium in conjunction with the PSG Annual Meeting.  PSG members are active contributors to the field of PD, and can also join a PSG working group or attend other PSG educational activities.  

Any change in an investigators status or relocation must be reported to the PSG Administrative Manager in a timely fashion so the appropriate update can be made in our database and appropriate study personnel can be notified and action taken.
